Under its proyisiong there';s no spring épen season, and the fpll opén
season is made more unifqnm ihroﬁghbut.thé country, Nevertheless, the
:geveral States haﬁe the right under the terms of the act to make and enw
force their own regulétiops when these are not inconsistent with the Federal '
.rulings. but such Stat;'regulationa may act only to afford additional pro-
tectioﬁ to migratory birds, and not to éxtend the opéh seasons beyond those
just promulgaté&, nor to authorize methods of taking birds not sapctioned‘

in the Federal act.

It is hoped that this action by the‘Feergl Government
will lead to_gniform ané appropriate State_legislation goyern@ng‘game f@nn-
ings Such legislatinn is urgent because no @igratory bir@s, excgpt those
reared under permit, can now be sold anywhere in the United States.

Some Whelly Protected.

No night hunting is allowed, the killing or capturing of migratory‘birds
between sunset and a half hour befors sunrise being prohibited.

Sale of Game,

Under section 2 of the Migratory Bird Treaty Act it is unlawful to.
hunt, take, capture, kill, possess, sell, purchase, ship, or transport by
- any means whatever, or export at any time, any migratory bird included
in the terms of the treaty, except as permitted by regulaetion of the Sec-
retary of Agriculture. In the regulations the Secretary has not given
permission for the sale of any migratory game birds except as propagated
on game farms and for scientific purposes. As a result, the sale of wild
migratory game birds is forbidden throughout the United States, It will
be especially worth notlng in connection with the law and regulations that
the regulations do not repeat the prohibitions contained in the law, but
note the exceptions in the way of permins1ons authorized by the Secretary -
of Agriculture.
