This amendment provides {that the daily bag limit of any person shall
now_include'“all birds taken by any other person who for hirevaccompapies
or agsists him in taking mig?atory birds." This will put an end to the
abuse of privileges under the regulationp rplgarrding the prescxjibed deily
bag limits by persons who cleim that birdes were killed by guides accom-
panying thgyy

The Federal wgte;fcwl season for California was fixed from October
1 to Jenuary 15, replacing the old season of October 16 to January 31,
the season now being the same under bpth Federal_and State laws. Regu;gf

tion 9, governing the issuance of Federal séientific permits, was amended

 to permit the issuance of limited and special permits,

State legislation harmonized Federal and State laws on waterfowl and
sho?e'birds in Kansas and Oregon, gnd on watgrfpwl ;n Ppnnsylvania and
Rhode Island; Washington prescribed a State-wide open season on all migra-
tory game birds from October 1 to Jenuary 15, thus deviating from the Federal
regulations, which superseds the State law, east of the Cascade liountains,
where it will now be possible to hunt migratory game birds only {rom
October 1 tp December 31, without violating either Fe@eral or State 1aw;
in Idaho the open season on migratory game birds has been shortened under
Staie law two weeka by opening October 1, instead of September 16, end ex-

tending to December 31.
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~ Idaho, Kansas, Montgna,uﬁabraska,‘O:egon, and Washingtpn enacted
. ;qg§sla§ion similar to the Federal regulation prohibiting hunting from
airplanes, Colorado reduced the bag limit on ducks from 20 to 15 a day,
while Kansas inecreased the limit from 20 to 25. 1In New“Jersey reedbirds”
were protected»at all times by being placed in the nongame class. Thgvopen
season for woodcock was shortened 25 days in Michigan, two weeks in New
York, and one month in Vermont. Doves were protected until 1924 in Colo= -
rado; and in Kanses an open season on them was provided from September'l
to October 15.

In general, seasons on big game were shortened and hunting further
restricted. Buck laws were enacted in Michigan, Montana,ﬁglvada, North
Dakota, South Dakota, Vermont, and in Washington east of the Cascades.
‘Maine protected spike bucks and prescribed that one of the two deer allowed
in the eight northern counties must be an antlered buck, and provided that
ip two of the counties only residents may hunt deer during the last two
weekg of the open séason. Bull moose were protected for five years in
Maine.

The summary of the laws contains thg prcvisiopg'relating to seasons,
licenses, limits, possession, sale, and exbort, thereby furnishing the
reader a brief and convenient s§nopsis of the laws of sach State, Terri-
tory, or Province of Canada. The migrato}y bird { reaty, the treaty act,
and regulations, as well as the Canadian Regulations also are apvended.
