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One of the few grizzly bears ever !:illed in the State of Washington was 

shot late this summer by Government i-iunter P. C. Petersen after he had trailed 

'he animal several days in the Okanogan National Foregt.. The bear weighed about 

1,000 pounds, and otockmsn said he killed livestcck not only for food but for 

recreation, It was reported that during the summer thi3 ranch raider had 

killed 35 head of cattle and 150 sheep and had done damage estimated at $3,0(X. 

Peterson, who was ore cf the first hunter3 to be employed by the Government 

when President Roosevelt urged the hunting of predatory animals in the national . 
foreoto, is a man of mide experience in hunting all sorts of stock-killing ani- 

mals in the 'Zest, ES r:ell as big game in Africa, northern China, Canada, snd 

Alaska. In hunting bears he uoes dogs trained for the chase. 

The dogs trailed this last grizzly from 7 o'clock in the morning until 2 

in the afternoon, v:hen they caught up with him in a clump of buohes on Holman 

Creek. .When the hunter approached, the bear charged, but the dog3 drew him off 

permitting a shot which broke his back. Twc more shots through the neck finished 

him. The okin and skull where sent to the Smiti?sonian Institution to be mounted 

for exhibition in the Nakional Museum.
