Talbott Densebad, Deputy Chief United States Game larden, at the 

14th xational Game Confsrencd held in Bew pork early in Dec&ber, and E. A. 

Goldman, also of the Biological Survey of the United States Department of A&- 

culture, explained to the conference members some of the factors leading to the

numerical fluctuations of game. 

Mr. Denmead particularly emphasis&l that his remarks should not; be taken 

as a criticism of State conservation comnxj,ssioners and others who have been active 

in importing ‘game for restocking purposes, but ratf;?es to emphasize the need of 

keeping aoaount of the results of importations to decide whether the practice

Instead T!:r . Denmead recommended a ~;lore thorou$ and intelligent control of 

vermin and the establis’hment of gerrnanent ,qame sanctuaries, with restocking of 

depleted covers with imported game only v!hen and whore it can be,done su.ccessfully. 

Mr. Goldman, in charge of the Division of Game and Bird Reservations of the 

Biological Survey, in discussing fluctuation in the num?ers of birds and animals 

as one of the most pressing problems of wild-life administration, said that some 

of the factors were easily understood and could be controlled, but that other 

factors that may depend on the weather and those that are involved in biological 

relationships are often baffling in their coqlexity. 

Ee mentioned various studies of numbers of game and t-nought it doubtful 

that a stabilized balance under na,tural conditions was ever attained for a long 

period. Records of abundance in furs delivered to the Eudson’s Bay Company for 

a hundred years show cycles of abundance and scarcity. 

Vhatever other effects there may be on the numbers of game, the presence of 

man has disturbed the former balance, and as an offset “suitable areas must be set 
, 

aside or groated for the benefit of grrae, in which all breeding stocks are pre- 

served, if game is to be maintained on anything like a satisfactory scale, and a 

surplus provided for sportsmen." 
. 

The speaker gave consideration to damage done by predatory animals and 

vermin, the extent of which is not generall, 71 realized, and also discussed some of 

the reasons for the wide fluctuations in the numbers of such well-kncwn herds as 

the Yellowstone elk end the Kaibab deer, and for the increase of mountain sheep 

on the National Bison Range, .in Montana. 

“Sufficient food and water and adeouate protection from enemies are essen- A 

tial,” Mr. Goldmen remarked, “if game is to thrive and be ma:ntained on a satis- 

factory scale, but freedom from parasites and diseases, especially. those t’:lat be- 

cume periodically @@togtic, and, in waterfowl, freedam+lem-mala9~s--.~~Ked~.
