Tluroughout the present emergency the Survey and other Federal 

and State agencies have been carrying on feeding operations, but con- 

ditions now threaten large losses unless food is made avaiibable in 

additional areas. This, says the Bureau, will require the cooperation 

of those living along the &ores of waterways near flocks of marooned 

ducks.
