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The Necedah Migratory Waterfowl Refuge in (Tuneau County, established by 

rocont ardor of President Roosovolt, will add about hO,5OOacres to tha purpose8 

of wildlifo conservation in cantral Wi8consin. 

This refuge, a section of the l@,OOO-acre Contral Wisoonsin Game Project, 

will bo administered by tho U. S. Biological Survey, The rofugo will bo oporatod 

as a migratory watorfowl rofuga and game management aroam Onto an oxcollent 

forost and wildlife area, this region was strippod of much of its forest cover and 

its marshes wore drained during tho land boom botwoon 1900 and 1920. 

The now program includoa reforestation, roatoration of swamp and marsh 

area8 by construction of dams and dlkos, improvement of streams, and cronstruction 

of game sholtors end devolopmont of fooding grounds. Improvemoats will also in- 

cludo posting, fencing, and construction of administration eorvice, and oquipcnt 

buildings. 

Construction work already cornplated by WPA and OCC labor includes wooden 

and ccmcroto dams, &td approximately 27 milea of earth dikes. About 5,000 acres 

of narsh lend have already beon dovklopod and over 100,OOOaquatic plants sot out.
