Tl'iQ ALASKA GAME AGENTS WILL 
FZY PLANES FROM WASHIKGTON 

Alaska-bound in airplanes purchased for use in patrolling remote areas, 

two agents of the Alaska Game Commission are planning to take off from the 

Washington Airport at noon on Saturday (September 7), according to the Fish 

and Wildlife Service. 

Hon. Anthony J. Dimond, delegate from Alaska, Congressman James G. Scrughan. 

of the House of Representatives Appropriation Committee, members of the Fish and 

Wildlife Service, and other officials of the Department of the Interior plan to 

inspect the two planes before the take-off and speed the pilots on their way. 

Sam 0. White, veteran Alaska Wildlife Agent of Fairbanks, who 12 years ago 

started game-law enforcement from the air in his personally owned plane, will 

fly one of the planes. The other will be piloted by Ray Renshaw, pilot-mechanic 

and Deputy Alaska Game Warden of Ketchikan. 

Both planes will be flown cross country to Seattle, Washington, and will 

clear Canadian Customs at Vancouver, British Columbia. From Vancouver, White 

will fly acrows Canada by way of Prince George, Hazleton, Telegraph Creek, and 

White Horse. Renshawls plane after being converted to a sea plane at Seattle 

will be flown up the Inland Passage to Alaska. Upon their arrival in Alaska
