Puriny the last yaar, deerhide leather has proved to be the only suitable 
material f0r such purposes as hi& altituc-fe flying gloves, h%en other military 
requirements exceeded the supply of deorhidea, trials of substitute leathers 
proved them to b3 unsatisfactory for these &oves. 

The needs of the Army and of the Ajr Forces for deerskin t?;lovee are ntill 
great. Althou,?h it is not possible at th3.c time to forecast exactly the volume 
of actual roqulremente for l(34." ,, any reduction in tha supply 0f this impfJrtant 
material in anticipa*.lon of favorable military !l.evelopmonte might create a serious 
shortage, the two aqoncles said.

Eimiler campai,qe in the past 2 yeere have shown excellent results through 
the cooper&ion of hunters, d.,:alsrs and. tanners with the vari0us autho:*ities 
concerned. During tha 194r3-44 hlating season, huntera donated more th?Ln 238,000 
deer and elk hidea which were channelled into the leather trade for conversion 
into military use, according to "ata collec+,ed. by the Fish and W ildlife Service. 
In tti 1942-43 seaaon, 162,427 hidee were turned in by hunters for war use. 

In renewing the progam this year, t.he Qdartsrmaster Cvrps, WPB, the United 
States Departments of Qriculturs and the Interior, State game and conservation 
departments, Bportam3n's orvizatione, individual huntors, hide dealers, and 
leather zuantiacturers will work together to make z~If.dmr&ixra available for the 
war effort.
