??hC eixperiment,a3 hatchery, designed to help restore tile larqrey-depleted l&o 
trout fishery of the Great L&es, was made possible by passage of a bill introduced 
in Con.Tcss by Reprcscntative Cherlos 3. Potter of Xichigan. A total of $325,000 
was authorized for the project and $92,500 of this sum was later made available.
