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FELLOWSHIP GRANTS TOBEAWARDEDFORFISHERIES RESEARCH 

Launching of a new program of fellowship grants in the field of fisheries 

and oceanographic research was announced today by the Department of the Interior. 

Invitations to participate in the program will be sent early next month to quali- 

fied educational institutions and in 1962, approximately 15 two-year fellowships 

will be awarded from appropriated funds totaling $200,000. 

With this program, the Department said, the Fish and Wildlife Service's 

Bureau of Commercial Fisheries "hopes to attract and assist the scientific man- 

power necessary to further its objectives for the Nation's welfare and thus aid 

the advancement of the overall aims of the National Oceanographic Program, 

particularly in the field of fishery research." 

A panel of six representatives of universities and private research 

institutes met recently with Department officials to advise on rules, policies, 

and procedures for making these grants and the scope of research areas to be 

covered.

Detailed information concerning the Fellowship Grants will be available 
when recommendations by the committee have been assembled and reviewed. 
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
