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REFUGES TO BE STUDIED FOR INCLUSION IN WILDERNESS SYSTEM 

Secretary of the Interior Stewart L. Udall announced today that studies 

will begin immediately of areas in the National Wildlife Refuge System which 

may be eligible for wilderness status under the Wilderness Act of 1965, 

All or parts of 28 refuges managed by Interior's Bureau of Sport 

Fisheries and Wildlife will be reviewed during the initial 3-year period 

specified in the Act. These are mainly small, unusual island refuges 

established for colonial nesting birds and protected as an important part 

of the National Wildlife Refuge System. The Bureau expects that as areas 

are added to the wilderness system by acts of Congress, the additional 

protection afforded them will be beneficial in preserving vegetation and 

animal life in the refuge units.

Kentucky (Mammoth Cave); Kentucky, Tennessee and Virginia (Cumberland Gap); 
Michigan (Isle Royale); North Carolina and Tennessee (Great Smoky Mountains); 
North Dakota (Theodore Roosevelt); South Dakota (Badlands); Utah (Arches, 
Pryce Canyon, Capitol Reef, and Cedar Breaks); and Virginia (Shenandoah). 
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
