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PUBLIC HEARING SLATED FOR WILDERNESS PROPOSALS IN MICHIGAN

A public hearing on wilderness studies covering approximately
19,300 acres on two National Wildlife Refuges in Michigan's Upper
Peninsula is scheduled for 9 a.m. on May 10 in Marquette, Michigan, the
Department of the Interior has announced.

The two areas studied for possible inclusion in the Natiomal Wil-
derness Preservation System are the l47-acre Huron Islands National
Wildlife Refuge in Lake Superior, about 30 miles north of Ishpeming,
and 19,150 acres of the Seney National Wildlife Refuge near Seney.
