WILDLIFE AGENCY ENFORCEMENT CHIEF NAMED TO COORDINATE 
FEDERAL MIGRATORY BIRD PROGRAMS 

Allan T. Studholme, 54, a career wildlife manager, has been named to 

coordinate governmental programs for migratory birds by the Interior 

Department's Bureau of Sport Fisheries and Wildlife. 

The 22-year veteran of the Bureau will have as his objective 
improved management of North America's migratory birds. 

"A big part of Studholme's job will be to develop closer coordination 
of our efforts with those of the States, Canada, and Mexico," said 
John S. Gottschalk, Bureau Director. 

Studholme, a native of Smethport, Pa., received his B.A. from 
University of Wisconsin and M.S. from Penn State before employment 
by the Pennsylvania Game Commission for four years. He transferred 
to the Federal wildlife agency in 1945, has been chief of SFW's 
Management and Enforcement Division for five years, and before that 
was assistant regional director for the Bureau's Northeast Region. 

Charles H. (Chuck) Lawrence, 56, who has succeeded Studholme as 
chief of Management and Enforcement, has had a distinguished career in 
fish and game regulation work, including ten years as State game warden 
in Wisconsin. He joined the Federal service in 1946, serving in Illinois 
and Louisiana as a Game Management Agent before promotion to assistant 
chief of SFW's enforcement division. 

An artillery battery commander in Germany during World War II, 
Lawrence later served with the Allied Military Government, making a 
study of game management systems in England, Ireland, and Germany before 
leaving the army in 1946 as a major. 

"Lawrence is one of the men who created a pre-war conservation ferment 
in Wisconsin, serving with such older leaders as Aldo Leopold and Ernest 
Swift, nan who left a national imprint on wildlife management," Gottschalk 
said. "Like them, he believes in public communication and a sound social 
philosophy." 
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
