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FISH AND WILDLIFE RESTORATION FUNDS TO STATES REACH RECORD HIGH

Distribution of more than $17 million in federal aid funds to the 50
states, Guam, the Virgin Islands and the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico for
fish and wildlife restoration was announced today by Secretary of the
Interior Stewart L. Udall.

An apportiomment of $22,100,000 was made in June, bringing the fiscal
year 1969 total to a record $39,165,000. This total includes $30,320,000
for wildlife and $8,845,000 for fish projects., The previous high was
$35,650,000 in fiscal year 1968.

Apportioned funds, which come from excise taxes on fishing tackle and
spofting arms and ammunition, will be used for acquisition of fish and
wil&life areaé, habitat development, hunting and fishing access sites, and
research.

Under the aid program, the Department of the Interior pays up to
75 percent of the cost of state projects that have met the Department's

requirements.
