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FEDERAL SPORT FISH AND WILDLIFE FUNDS
TOP $217 MILLION FOR 1986

State fish and wildlife agencies will receive more than $217 million in
federal excise tax receipts to support their management and research programs
in 1986, the Interior Department's U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service announced
today.

Of this amount, $109,959,300 will be used to finance sport fishing
activities under the Federal Aid in Sport Fish Restoration program, commonly
known as the "Dingell-Johnson" program. wildiife projects will receive
$107,471,100 as part of the Federal Aid in Wildlife Restoration prégram
described as the "Pittman-Robertson" program.

The 1986 total is nearly double that of 1985, when cdmbined fish and
wildlife restoration funds amounted to just over $114 million. The boost in
receipts is due largely to expansion legislation signed by President Reagan in
1984 that significantly increased the tax base for the sport fish restoration
prbgram. In its first year, the expansion legislation -- commonly known as
"Wallop-Breaux" -- increased fishery restoration efforts by more than $73

million.
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Today's announcement reflects the collective total apportionment the 50
States and the Commonwealths and Territories will receive this year. The
first installment of this amount, announced in October 1985, totalled $167
million. This year's total reflects a 4.3 percent sequestration required by
the Balanced Budget and Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985, known as the
“"Gramm-Rudman-Hol1lings" Act; this $9.7 million will be withheld and will
remain in the two federal restoration funds for use in the future unless
further sequestration is deemed necessary as a result of Congressional
appropriations.

Funds for fish restoration come from a 10 percent excise tax on fishing
equipment, a three percent tax on electric trolling motors and sonar fish
finders, a portion of the federal motorboat fuels tax, and import duties on
.fishing tackle and pleasure boats. Distribution of funds is baéed on the land
and water area of each State, including coastal and Great Lakes waters, and
the number of fishing license holders.

Funds for wildlife restoration and hunter safety programs come from an 11
percent excise tax on sporting arms and ammunition, a 10 percent tax on
pistols and revolvers, and an 11 percent tax on certain archery equipment.
The distribution of wildlife restoration funds is based on land area and
hunting license holders, while hunter safety funds are based on the relative
populations of the States. They are allowed the option, however, of using
hunter safety funds for wildlife restoration projects.
